The
Ambiophonic processing was performed by the latest TacT RCS 2.2 XP ($6000)
which also functions as a full-feature preamp, a digital room correction device, and a
DiA converter. Tact's President and Designer, Radomir Bozovic (right), was also on
hand to answer gquestions about the Tact system.
